We Practice Systematic Exposition | The Bible is God’s word and is our final 
authority in all matters of faith and practice. The music is prayerfully selected based on 
each week’s text of Scripture. (Acts 2:42-47, Colossians 3:16)

Weekly Fellowship Meal | Families of Ridgewood have brought food for their 
own household and extra to share with visitors. Fellowship is one way we endeavor to 
‘encourage one another’ in our Christian walk. (Acts 2:42-47, Hebrews 10:24-25)
